To gain insight into the relevant factors for the vignette design, a preliminary survey was conducted among approximately 50 European
pediatric nephrologists on the ESPN mailing list. This revealed that differences between countries exist, especially regarding having a
donor with sepsis, the donor’s kidney function and the maximum total number of HLA mismatches. Based on these results, the relevant
factors for the vignette design of a kidney allocation scenario were determined. A combinatorial analysis and an analysis of confounding
interactions were performed for the vignette levels and the survey design was finalized. The survey will be mailed in late December 2024.

How has the grant been spent to date and what plans are there for remaining funds?

The grant is expected to be spent in early 2025 for statistical and biometric analysis of the
collected data.
